The water may be diverted from Antelope Creek Lake, storage
appropriation A-16462, at a point of diversion in the NE¼NW¼ of
Section 36, Township 33 North, Range 1 West of the 6th P.M. in
Cedar County. The amount of water that may be diverted shall not
exceed 67 acre-feet per year.
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4. The appropriator is bound by all terms and conditions of the approval
of application A-18617.
