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W An~n DIVISIONS AND W A Tim DISTRICTS. 

Sections 1 and 2, article II, of the Nebraska Irrigation Law, divides 
the state into two water divisions, denominated Water Division No.1 
and \Vater Division No. 2, respectively. 

Water Division No. 1 includes "all of the irrigable lands of the state 
drained by the Platte rivers and their tributaries, lying west of the mouth 
of the Loup river: and also all other lands lying south of the Platte and 
South Platte rivers that may be watered from other superficial or subter­
ranean streams not tributary to said Platte rivers." 

Water Division No. 2 includes "all irrigable lands that may be 
watered from the Loup, White, Niobrara, and Elkhorn rivers and their 
tributaries, and all other irrigable lands of the state not included in any 
othe'r water division.'' 

~'or convenience in the ajudication of claims and in the distribution 
of water these divisions have been subdivided into twelve water divisions, 
denominated 1-A, 1-B, 1-C, 1-D, 1-E, 1-~', ~-A, 2-B, 2-C, 2-D, 2-E and 2 F, 
as shown by the accompanying map. 

Under the provisions of section 33, article II, Nebraska Irrigation 
Law, water districts have been created as follows: 

Water District No. 1, \Vater Division No. 1-.\, includes the water­
sheds of Blue creek, Clear creek, and that part of the North Platte river 
lying in the counties of Keith and Deuel. 

Water District No. 2, Water Division No. 1-A, includes the water­
sheds of the Pumpkin Seed, Lawrence and Greenwoods creeks, and all 
that part of the North Platte river lying within Cheyenne and Scotts 
Bluff counties. 

\Vater District No. :1, Water Division No. 1-A, includes that part of 
the watershed of the Platte river and its tributaries lying in Lincoln, 
Dawson, Gosper, Phelps and Buffalo counties. 

Water District No. 1, Water Division No. 1-B, includes the counties 
of Chase, Dundy, Hitchcock and Bed Willow. 

Water District No. 1, Water Division No. 1-E, includes the water­
sheds of the South Platte river and Lodge Pole creek in Nebraska. 

BEVIEW OF WOHK 0~' STATE BOAHD OF' IRRIGATION. 

The fifth biennial report of the secretary shows that on November 30, 
1904, there were twenty claims for water, thirty applications for a permit 
to appropriate water and one petition for a perm!t to change location of 
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l1eadgate pending·. During the tinw betwPPn Novt>mher :w, I HO-t.. and No­
vember :10, l!IOG, there has been nled one C'laim lot· watet·, sixty-nine appli­
cations for a permit to appropriatP watt•!', tin• pPtitions fot' J>L'I'mit to 
chang-e location of headg·ate, elen-~n petitions fot· extnnsion of ti 1 ne in 
which to complete works, 1117 proofs of appropt·iation of water. 121i maps 
showing- irrigation works and four plans of proposed dams. There has 
been also tiled one appeal from the action of ttw State Hoard of Irriga­
tion. During this ~arne period, one ,·]aim has been allowed and two di~­
missed. ~'ifty-five applications for a permit havP been approved, eigh­
teen dismissed and seven returned fot· eorrt>etion. L·~ifty-nine em·tilicates 
of appropriation have been issuec1. One hundred forty-five permits have 
been canceled for the reason that the wOI·ks have not been completed and 
the water applied within the time allowed fot· completion. Six applica­
tions for a permit to re-loeate headgate have been a11owed and none dis­
missed. One motion for reh<>arin~· bPforP the Board has been tiled and 
one disrnissed. Six petitions for extension of time in which to complete 
works have been approved and four dismissed. Hearings were held 
before the State Board of Trrigation at Lincoln. :\ehraska, on Febt·uary 
14. ll!O;j, and beforP the Seeretary at Brillgc-pol'l. :\ebraska. on Septem­
ber 1~, 1!10;\ and on (>t'tober ~. 1!11),;. Thc>t·e has !wen one appeal fi'Dm the 
action of the State Hoard of Irrig·a.tion to tlu~ c(HIJ'ts. 

There now remains in Hlis otliet· lH'rHling· al'tiun eighteen elaims 
twenty applications for a permit to appropt·iatt' water, six petitions for 
extension of time in which to cOIIIph"il' works.

On the l}latte river at Lexington: on ttu• :\ort.h l)lattl· river at ;.;"orth 
Platte, Bridgeport and l\litehell. o11 the ltepuhlit·an t·h·er u.t Hostwh~k and 
Benkelman: on the Niobrara rin~t· at \"alentillP: ou tlw Loup rin-•r at 
Cohnnbus: on the Platte l'ivPr at ( 'olumbus: aud un thP South Fork of 
the ltepubliean rivPI' at Benkelman. 

This work has bepn ear1·ied on in t·o-opt•t·ation \\·ith the Unittd Statt'ls 
(~eologieal Stu·yey, and a larg;e pa1·t of tlH-' E'Xpt-·u~e has been ho1•ne by 
the United States GPolog·ieal Sut'\'P,L (lau_!!in~·:-; ha \·e heen mad<> at these 
stations at frequent intPrval:-;, and oh:-;(•J·n:·t·s ·IJa \"(' hel'll Pmploy<'d to read 
the g-aug-e height daily or oftt•net·. l1'rom thPst· oh:-;pn·a.tions the daily clis­
<.'harge of thC' stream ma)' be calculated. 

The table tHed her·pwith shows till~ max.imurn, minitiilllll and nwan dis­
c.·harg-e and the total disehargP iu aen• h•t't at thest· stations, and at othet· 
stations whieh han· lJP('n maintained at ditl't•t'l'llt plaeps iu ·this state . 
. \ ]arg:e numhe1· of st.!'eam measuJ·ements ha \·e ht•t•ll made at other points, 
and these wi11 be found in a tahlt• showitq . .!· tht.· stn·am measut·ements at 
points othet· than reg-ular sta.tions. {n thi..; tahlt• th~· stream~ are arranged 
alphabetically. and all of the mpa..;UJ't'llwnh of tht• stJ·panr of \\'hil'h WC' 
ha \·e a re<~onl at·e nott·tl. 
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During the past two years an effort has been made to secure proofs of 
appropriation covering all permits to appropriate issued ~ince the 
passage of the Irrigation Law of 189ii, and this work has been completed 
in several water divisions, ~tnd certificates have been issued to each 
appropriator where it is shown that the law has been complied with, and 
the water benetieially used. In each case where the work has not been 
completed according to law, the permits have been canceled. There is a 
large. amount of work still to be done along this line, but we hope to get 
it completed during the winter. Maps have been prepared to accompany 
this report, which will show the location of all canals diverting water 
ft·om the North Platte river and its tributaries in Scotts Bluff and Chey­
enne counties. There has been a great deal of eall for maps of this terri­
tory on account of the large amount of construction in this district dur­
ing the past two years. 

The under secretaries have encountered very little trouble during the 
past two years in distributing the water in accordance with the rights of 
various appropriators. On a few of the smaller streams, complaints have 
been filed, and in each case, the secretary has been able to settle the mat­
ter without serious trouble. 

The reports of the under set·rptaries included herein will show this 
work more in detail. 

We have endeavored to <•nforee the construction of proper headgates 
and measuring llumes or wiers at the points of diversion of the different 
canals, especially on strPams wherp there might be a shortage of water. 
Considet·able work has been accomplislwd in this dit·ection, but much 
still remains to he done. A lan~·e pot·tiou of the eontroyersies arising 
on>r the use of water are easil,r settled as soon as the measuring devicPs 
art' installed 1 and thP appropriators Ri''f' able to determin(' thf' mnonnt of 
wa tet· each one is ree~i vin~·. 

Tht> last leg-islature made au appropriation of $ii,OOO to be u•etl in 
comwdion with a lik<> amocmt appropriated by the United States Govern­
ment to be expendecl h;r the Dt:>partment of Agriculture in making- irriga­
tion and drainag"e investigations, and the plal1s of this work have been 
approYed hy the State Board of Irrig-ation. This work has been entirely 
in eharge of the agents of the Department of Agriculture. fi:Isewhere in 
tlds J'eport will be found a summary of this wor·k pt·epared b,v l't·ofessor 
o. Y. 1'. Stout, who has been in Pharg-e of this work as special ag-t'nt of 
tlw ])ppartment of ;\gricu1ttll'l'. 

The last leg·islatm·e passed a bill requiring the secretary of tht> State 
Board of Irrigation, whene\·et· t•pqut->sted to do so by the eounty hoard of 
any county, to prepal'e plans and specifications. strain sheets and esti­
matp,; of eost or any bridg-es which the eounty propo,;es to buihl. This 
has added a larg:e amount of work to this ottice. The sum of $:~,000 \Vas 
appl'Opriated hy the leg-islatut·e to defray the e~pense of extra help in 
pt·t-·padng tlH:•se plans, as will he seen by the financial repol't following-: 
a lat·ge amount of this appt·opriation remains unexpende(l. This is 
larg-Ply due to the faet tnat lL g-t·eat portion of the wor·k has heen done 
h_r t'eg·ulat· emplo,n-"'s o~ the ofti('t-'. 
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A set of standard plans has been prepared covering nearly all of the 
styles of bridges which may be requested. Very few of the counties have 
taken advantage of this law, and for this reason, the feps derived from 
this source have not been as large as was expected. It is believed, how­
ever, that more counties will take advantage of this act in the future, and 
the amount of fees will be increased. 

The following financial statement shows the amount of money remain­
ing in the various funds on November 30, HI04, the amount drawn from 
each fund, and the balance remaining unexpended, the appropriation 
for the biennium beginning the first Wednesday in April, 1!104, the amount 
drawn from each of these funds to November 30, 1906, and the balance 
remaining in each fund. The Statement also shows the amount of fees 
received during the biennium, and the amount paid to the state treasurer:

1 hereby submit my report as under secretary for Water Division No. 
1, for the biennium of 1905- 1906. 

Like the immediately preceding period, this last has been one of un­
usual rainfall generally. 

Over a part of my district where irrigation has only been practiced 
as supplemertal to the rainfall at any time, little or nothing has been 
done in that line, and many of the ditches have been allowed to get filled 
up in places;-bridges, culverts and checks are destroyed;-and some are 
prautically abandoned. Some of these ditches were constructed during 
the period of dry seasons at a very great expense and the recurrence of 
such a period would result in either a loss of crop or the reconstruction 
of the ditches at a great expense and loss of time. The land owners have 
and are living in hopes that there will be no recurrence of that period. 
The future alone will determine whether the theory of cycles as applied to 
climatic conditions is the correct theory, or whether the sudden and 
abrupt change from a semi-arid to a humid climate is a permanent one. 

These conditions exist pr·incipally east of the hundredth meridian. 
West of that line, while rainfall has been much greater than in former 

years, the effect has been to increase the practice of irrigation rather than 
the contrary, because it has given an increased and more continuous flow 
of water in the streams, and therefore a more liberal and reliable supply 
for that purpose. 

In this territory thert> has been a considerable advance in the irriga­
tion movement. Many ditches have been constructed and put into suc­
cessful operation, and several very large systems have been started and 
are rapidly being pushed to completion, notably the Inter-State, by the 
federal government, and the Tri-State, by a corporation. These, with the 
several s~aller enterprises, completed and under way, will reclaim and 
put into a condition of production .hundreds of thousands of acres of 
fertile lands that have heretofore been used chiefly for pasture. As a 
result, largely if not chiefly, of these operations, land values within the 
scope of these operations have advanced tremendously-from 50 per cent 
up 10 a percentage that is almost incalculable. 

It is not unusual to see land that for years has been held at from $2.00 
to $5.00 per acre, sell for $40.00, $50,00, $60.00 and even more, where con­
ditions are favorable. The total of increased value in land under the 
completed and partly completed irrigation systems in the Platte Valleys, 
west of the North Platte, may safely be computed to exceed the sum of 
$10,000,000.

Irrigation systems organized under the District Law, have proved, in 
most cases a great sucCess. In some cases districts have been organized 
hastily and without the proper examination as to their feasibility, or as 
to whether the conditions were favorable or even practicable, and the 
result has been a failure, as they would have been under any other svstem. 
Instances of this are the Alfalfa District on the North Platte river in 
Keith County, the Paxton District on the Houth Platte river in Keith 
County, and the Lincoln and Dawson Districts on the Platte river in 
Lincoln County. In the case of the Paxton District an indebtedness was 
incurred of about $6,000, which was adjudicated in the District Court and 
a levy on the lands in the district ordered to pay it. In the Lincoln and 
Dawson Districts the indebtedness was about $20,000, and it was adjudi­
cated and paid in the same way. I have no direct information of what 
if any settlement was made in the Alfalfa District, but all have been 
abandoned. 

On the other hand, the Mitchell District and the Gering District, both 
on the North Platte river in Scotts Bluff County, the Western District on 
the South Platte river in Deuel County and other distric.ts are in success­
ful and economical operation and are giving general satisfaction to the 
water users. 

Within the last biennium the Paxton and Sutherland Ditch, the South­
side Irrigation & Land Co's. Ditch, and the Farmers & Merchants Ditch, 
all from the North Platte River in Lincoln County, have re-organized under 
the district law. and operating under that law. I know of several other 
ditches that are seeking to re-organize under the district law. 

During the past biennium there have been eleven proofs of appropri­
ation filed, and twenty-five applications have been cancelled for failure 
to comply with the law in Division 1-A. 

Thirteen proofs of appropriation have been filed, and six applica­
tions have been cancelled for failure to comply with the law in Division 1-K 

The gagings of the western streams show a material increase in the 
normal flow, and especially do they show an increase at the usual periods 
of low water, in fact at no time during the past two .vears have the streams 
shrunk to the usual low water stage. Of course the natural rainfall has 
had much to do with these conditions, bui it.is my opinion that a very con­
siderable part of this increase, and especially that part which has affected 
the flow at low stages, and has made it more regular and continuous, is 
attributable to the seepage from adjacent irrigated lands, which becomes 
greater the longer and the more it is irrigated, and will be<,ome still more 
regular and increase further as with the passage of time the seepage from 
the more distant lands reaches the original stream. Tests made in Colo­
rado have demonstrated these facts, but have not been as complete and 
exhaustive as is desirable.

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I submit herewith my official report for the biennium ending- Novem­
ber 30, 1906. 

Durin'g the past two years I have examined and reported on 175 com­
pleted ditches and 26 new applications and made about 30 gagings of 
streams. 

Owing to the unusual amount of rainfall in the years 1905 and 1906 
there has been but little trouble between the different appropriators in 
regard to the division of water, in the valleys of the Niobrara, White 
River, o.n<:l Hat Creek. There have been several floods in the years 1905 and 
1906 and a great ·manv of the irrigation works in these valleys have been 
damaged, some nearly destroyed, some have been rebuilt and some have 
not, though the parties in every case expect to rebuild and in most cases 
will rebuild the works in a more durable and substantial manner than 
at first. 

I would like to call your attention to a feature of the irrigation law 
in regard to the appropriation of water in this district, most of the 
streams are small and the appropriations are small and when you appro­
priate the water at tbe rate of one cubic foot to each 70 acres cultivated, 
the seep•ge is so great that the user get• practically no benefit, whereas 
if it could be divided by acre foot so that the full amount of the stream 
could be turned, or an amount equal to the full capacity of thP. ditch, the 
same volume of water could be made to irrigate a great deal more land 
than it will under the present manner of division. 

Owing to the heavy rainfall of the past two years, there has not been 
a great amount of irrigation works built in this district but the people 
realize the benefits of irrigation and should we have a few dry years there 
would be more money spent for irrigation than has yet been done, though 
it would be mostly in the building of reservoirs to hold storm and flood 
water~.

IRHIGATION AND DRAINAGE INVESTIGATIONS IN NEBRASKA. 

House Roll No. 117, an act passed by the Nebraska Legislat•1re of 
1905, appropriated the sum of $5,000 for irrigation and drainage investi­
gations to be carried on in co-operation with and under the immediate 
direction of the United States Department of Agriculture, the State being 
represented in the matter by it• Board of Irrigation. The United States 
Department of Agriculture operates through the Irrigation and Drainage 
Investigations of the Office of Experiment Station. 

It was decided that the principal investigations for 190ii should be 
confined to two localities in the state, those relating to drainage to be 
conducted in the valley of the Platte Hiver at Lexington, in Dawson 
County, and those along the other lines authorized to be conducted near 
Champion, Chase County, in the valley of the Frenchman River. The 
work at these two places was continLed during the season of lUUii, and 
some work was added relating to the duty of water in the valley of the 
North Platte Hiver near Scottsbluff. in Scottsbluff County. 

DBAINAGE INVESTIGATIONS AT LEXINGTON. 

For the purpose of drainage investigations a ~ract of about 30 acres, 
lying about two and one-half miles west of Lexington, Dawson County, 
and along the Union Pacific railroad right of way on the north sidelof the 
track, has been leased for a period as long as it is devoted to this purpose, 
not to exceed five years. The rental paid is nominal. 

This location has been selected because there is a large area, amount­
ing in the aggregate to many thousands of acres, lying in the low land of 
the Platte valley both east and west from Lexington, which the owners 
have been unable to bring unde1· profitable cultivation because the ground 
water lies so near the surface that in wet seasons the fields become 
swamps, and in dry seasons the soluble salts in the soil are drawn to the 
surface with the ground water and destroy the vegetation. It is believed 
that it can be demonstrated that under-drainage at a reasonable cost will 
put such land in a state of profitable cultivation. The Lexington town­
site lies within the area which is affected as has lleen described. The 
ground water is so near the surfa<:e that cellars are out of the question. 

The accompanying sketch shows the dimensions of the tract, the 
system of under-drainage which has been ins~alled thereon, and the loca­
tion of the tract with respect to the outlet for the drainage water which it 
delivers. The diameters of the drains are as shown, the deuths below the 
surface range from 2 feet to 40.5 feet, being in general about 3.5 or 4.0 feet, 
and the grades range from .10 feet to .15 feet of fall per hundred feet of 
drain. The drains are circular, made of tile, and in one-foot lengths. 

The range line ditch noted on the sketch is designed primarily to 
intercept surface water which would otherwise run over the lower portions 

r· 
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of the town of Lexington. Its availability fm· the conveyance of water 
delivered by the system of under-drains was a factor in determining the 
choice of the tract. 'l'he bottom of the range line ditch is only 2.22 feet 
below the bottom of the outlet of the tile. The length of. roadside ditch 
joining these two points is, as shown on the sketch, somewhat in excess 
of one-half mile. The maximum depth of water contemplated in the 
range line ditch is three feet, from which it is evident that at time of heavy 
flood the tile drains will not operate. But as thesP floods will be pre­
sumably of short duration, the objection is not considered serious. 

The outlet or roadside ditch and the range line ditch have been con­
structed under the direction of the c:ounty commissioners, the payment of 
the cost being from county and other funds. The irrigation ditch which 
is shown at the west end of the tract is a lateral leading from the canal or 
the Farmers &'Merchants Irrigation Company. It is from this lateral 
that the application of water which may be considered as necessary or 
desirable will be made. This ditch serves also to Intercept surface drain­
age fi·om the west. 

The surface of the tract has but a slight general slope in an easterly 
or southeasterly direction. It is, however, quite irregular, owing to the 
presence of broad swales which in wet seasons have been tilled with slug­
gish or stagnant water. As soon as the soil which has been broken up 
has been cultivated sufficiently to handle properly for the purpose, the 
field will be smoothed and these swales obliterated. 

Circumstances combined to cause delay, so that the laying of the sub­
drains was not completed until about October 1, 1905. Even previous to 
the laying of these drains it was noted that the outlet ditch leading east­
ward from the proposed outlet of the tile drains had lowered the water 
table in the adjacent soil to a material extent. The tile drains produced 
an· elfect at once noticeable, and when the system had been running for 
ten days, the surface soil, even in the lowest spots on the tract, was firm 
enough to bear the weight of teams and vehicles, and the water table had 
been lowered from one to two feet. It was also apparent that the effect of 
the drains Pxtended for some distance into the field adjoining the drained 
tract on the north. 

During the season of 1!1116 a record has been kept of the height of the 
ground water at points within and without the drained tract. The points 
at which these measurements were m~tde are indicated on the sketch by the 
small circles numbered from one to ten inclusive. Observations were 
made weekly and the record for three of the points appears on the accom­
panying diagrams. The record of rainfall for the same period is set forth 
in the following table.

The first crop which was attempted on the drained land was cane, 
which was sown in 1906 on about ten acres lying on the north side of the 
tract. It was, however, sown rather late and at a dry time; moreover, the 
coarse sod mat, formed of the roots of the coarse grasses and weeds which 
have grown there several years, precluded the possibility of getting the 
ground at once in good condition. Consequently the cane made a poor 
showing, and was plowed up in time to seed the ground in the fall to rye 
and wheat. In addition to the ground which had been sown to cane, an 
area approximately equal in extent was freshly broken and rye and wheat 
were sown. The reports from these crops are to date (Nov. 24) favorable. 
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IHRIGATION INVESTIGATIONS IN CHASE COUNTY. 

The tract selected for the purpose of irrigation investigations is the 
northeast quarter of section 34, '.r. 6 N., H. 39 W. of the 6th principal 
meridian. This lies about three miles southeast of the little villag·e of 
Champion, and is the property of the Chase County Land and Live Stock 
Company, from whom a lease was obtained for a nominal sum. It is part 
of a large ranch or farm which is operated by this company, the head­
quarters for operation being situated about one and one-half miles dis­
tant in the direction of Champion. During 1905 the farming operations 
and the work of improvement. such as were found necessary on thee~ peri­
mental tract, were performed for the most part by teams and employees 
from the ranch. During 1906 this was also true to a large extent, but 
there were some employees whose only duties pertained to the experi­
mental work. 

It was contemplated that water for irrigation purposes would be pumped 
from a well which has been dug near the northeast corner of the quarter 
section, where the surface of the ground is at an elevation such that water 
pumped from the well can be readily conveyed in ditches to the land 
adjoining in all directions. The water-bearing material is known locally 
as magnesia gravel. Water stands at a depth of 63 feet below the sur­
face of the ground, and 24 feet above the surface of the water in the French­
man River at the nearest point, which is due north and about one and one­
half miles distant from the well. The depth of water in the well is about 
6 feet, but this can be increased by some additional work, and it is a!so 
confidently believed that in case the water at present proves to be insuffi­
cient in amount, it can be greatly augmented by boring down to tap the 
so-called second water which is known to exist in the locality. 

The pumping plant consists of an 8-horse power l<,airbanks, Morse 
gasoline engine and a Dempster double cylinder pump. It is designed 
for a capacity of 100 gallons per minute. 

A reservoir, having a capacity of nearly an acre foot of water, has 
been constructed, with a view of drawing the water for irrigation directly 
from it, as the water will thus be warmer than if drawn directly from the 
well, and the greater rate at which it will run over the land will make the 
irrigation easier and more efficient, and will conduce to a higher duty. 

The installation of the pumping plant was not effected until the spring 
of 1906, and numerous difficulties have attended, so that nothing of conse­
quence has been accomplished as yet along the line of irrigation. 

Cropping operations in 1905 were confined to a strip about 20.5 acres 
situated on the south side of the quarter section. The other ground, 
amounting in all to about 20 acres, as well as a considerable portion of 
the cropped strip, was plowed and summer-fallowed. 

The operations were planned with a view of obtaining a comparison 
of different methods of cultivation, different depths of plowing, and differ­
ent methods of seeding, the basis of variation being those which it was 
believed would affect or control conditions of soil rnoisture. To be of 
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value, experiments on the conservation of soil moisture must be made at 
a place and at a time when there is need to conserve the moisture. In this 
locality in 1905, the precipitation for the .rear was :1:1.:15 inches ; 13.08 
inches fe'l from April 18 to June 30, inclusive, which may be considered 
as the seeding and cultivation period for the crops; 21.98 inches fell from 
April 18 to August :n, inclusive, which may be considered as the extreme 
of the growing periods for crops. During the first six weeks of farming 
operations beginning April 18, only 18 days were free from precipitation. 
In spite of this disadvantage, a few of the results obtained were such as 
may indicate principles which can be followed to advantage in that and 
similar localities. For instance, closs drilled macaroni wheat yielded at 
twice the rate on shallow plowing that it did on deep plewing. Wide 
drilled wheat, where only every third fluke of the drill was permitted to 
run, making the rows 21 inches apart, sowing two-thirds of a bushel and 
being cultivated several times during the season, yielded at about the 
same rate on deep and shallow plowing, this rate being intermediate 
between the yields of close drill wheat on deep and shallow plowing. The 
wide drilled wheat, however, was several days behind the close drilled in 
ripening. The greatest growth of straw appeared in connection with the 
wide drilling. No weeds grew in the close drilled wheat, but a few grew in 
spite of the cultivation between the wide rows. None of the yields were 
heavy. The approximate depths of plowing were: Shallow, 4 to 5 inches; 
deep, 8 to 9 inches. 

A considerable variety of crops was raised in 1906, much attention 
being paid to garden and truck crops. These garden and truck crops 
were to be made a feature of th8 work with a view to determining how far 
they might be depended upon to go in the direction of relieving the farmer 
in the semi-arid region from complete dependence upon the returns from 
his unirrigated field crops. The irrigation which was proposed in this 
connection did not become possible, however, until so late in the season 
that very little water was used. Consequently the results from these crops 
do not have the bearing which was intended. A full tabulated report has 
been prepared, setting forth the operations and the results of the season's 
work in connection with field crops as well as those which have been men­
tioned, but as the figures have not yet been subject to analysis, publica­
tion is withheld until a later date. 
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OPINIONS OF ATTORNEY-GENERAL. 

IRRIGATION-STATE BOARD··-SECBETARY--RECORDS--CER­
.TIFIC:ATES. 

The secretary of the present state hoard cannot review or change 
records made by former boards. 

The secretary of the present state board of irrigation, in certifying to 
an action of former boards, can only certify what the records disclose, 
though in doing so facts contemplated by statute may be omitted from his 
certificate.

D,;AR SIR: -I have the honor to acknowledge receipt of your recent 
favor in which you ask me to advise you what your duties are in regard 
to issuin!l certificates showing the determination of priorities of appropri­
ations of water. 

You inform me that in the adjudication of claims based upon the laws in 
force prior to 1895 the secretary rendered an opinion which sets forth all 
the facts required to be given in the certificate provided by the statute 
except the priority number of the appropriation and the amount of prior 
appropriation, which facts could not be ascertained at the time said 
opinion was rendered. You ask whether this opinion of the secretary 
which was affirmed by the State Board of Irrigation and sent to the 
claimant should be considered as sufficient, or is it your duty to take up 
all these claims and issue certificates for the full amount of water allowed 
in each of these opinions. 

The statmory provisions on the subject of certification are as follows: 
"Within thirty days after the determination of the priorities of 

appropriation to the use of water of any stream, it shall be the duty of 
the state board, through its secretary, to issue to each person, assoda­
tion or corporation, a certificate to be signed by the president of the state 
board and attested by the secretary of said board, setting forth the name 
and address of the appropriator, the priority number of each appropria­
tion, the amount of water appropriated and the amount of prior appropria­
tion, and if such appropriation be for irrigation, a description of the 
land to which water is to be applied and the amount thereof. Said cer­
tificate shall be transmitted by the said state board of irrigation, through 
its secretary, by registered mail to the county clerk of the count~· in which 
appropriation shall have been made, and it shall be the duty of said 
county clerk within ten days after the receipt of said certificate to record 
the same in a book especially prepared and kept for that purpose, and to 
notify the party or parties. in whose favor the said certificate is issued of 
such record, and transmit said certificate to said party, or parties, on 
payment of the fees for recording, which ,fee shall not exceed seventy-five 
cents for each certificate so recorded." (Compiled Statutes, ch. 93a, art. 
2, sec. 21.) 

My opinion in reply to your inquiry is as follows: 
You have no right to review the determination of your predecessors 

or of former boards or to change their records. If your predecessors did 
not issue proper certificates within thirty days after the determination of 
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priorities, it is not your duty at the present time to issue such certificates, 
except in cases where requests are made therefor, in which cases you shall 
certify only what the records disclose. 

In the case of applications made under section 28, article 2, of the 
irrigation law, when it is made to appear that the application has been 
perfected in accordance with law, a certificate should be issued as pro­
vided in section :10, but any facts which cannot be ascertained at that 
ti'lle should not be included in the cer·tificate. ·

IRRIGATION DISTIUCTS-ORGANIZATION--EXPENSES--BONDS 
-TAXATION. 

Bonds of an irrigation district when purchased by a private individ­
ual are subject to taxation. 

An irrigation district is liable for the necessary expenses incurred by 
the county in organizing the district. . 

Notice of a petition to organize an irrigation district may be published 
in any newspaper fulfilling the requirements of the statute.

DEAR SIR:--I have received your favor asking three questions in con­

nection with an irrigation district organized under the provisions of 
article 3, chapter 93a, Compiled Statutes. Your first question is: Are 
bonds issued by an irrigation district subject to taxation'! 

Such bonds when negotiated are, in the hands of a private individual, 
property within the meaning of the revenue law and as such are subject 
to taxation. Neither the constitution nor the revenue law exempts such 
property. 

You further inquire whether an irrigation district is liable to the 
county for the expense incurred by the latter in the organization of an 
irrigation district under article 3, chapter 93a, Compiled Statutes. Sec­
tion 24 of that article provides: 

"Fo1· the purpose of defraying the expense of the organization of the 
district, and the care, operation, management, repair, and improvement 
of such portions of said canal and works as are completed and in use, 
including salaries of officers and employees, the board may either fix rates 
of tolls and charges, and collect the same from all persons using said 
canal for irrigation and other purposes or may provide for the payment 
of said expenditure by levy of assessments therefor, or by both said 
tolls and assessments." 

This provision in connection with the other provisions of this act 
shows that an irrigation district when orgar.dzed, must bear the expense 
of organization. I am therefore of the opinion that a legally organized 
irrigation district is liable to the county for the necessary expenses 
incurred by the county in connection with the organization. 

You also inquire whether the notice of a petition to organize a district 
and the notice of election must be published in the official paper of the 
county. 
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No newspaper has the monopoly of publishing such notices and in 
my opinion the officer charged with the duty of making publications may 
insert such notice in any legal newspaper which comes within the terms 
of the statutes.

SECTION-LINE ROADS-IRRIGATING DITCHES-COUNTY 
BOARDS-ELECTION. 

A right of way for an irrigating ditch is property which cannot be 
taken from the owner or injured for a public purpose without compensa­
tion. 

Before opening a section-line road across a previously constructed 
irrigating ditch, the county board should give notice of its proposed 
action to the owners of the ditch.

DEAR Sm:-In a letter received you inquire: 
"In establishing a public road on a section line is a ditch company 

across whose canal such road is laid entitled to notice, or does it take its 
right of way subject to the right of the public to establish a road therein." 

Before a highway was opened on the section-line the ditch company 
crossed the section-line with its ditch. You do not state the purpose for 
which the ditch was constructed, but I take it for granted that it is an 
irrigating ditch. Under the statutes of this state, an irrigation company 
may exercise the right of eminent domain, and may not only acquire a 
right of way for canals over lands of private individuals, but may obtain 
a right of way over state lands and public highways. (Compiled Statutes, 
ch. 93a, art. 2, sec. 39-41.) I presume it was pursuant to authority con_ 
ferred by these statutes that the ditch company referred to in your letter 
acquired its right of way and constructed the canal. A right of way and 
ditch thu> acquired are property which cannot be taken from the owner 
for public us'.l or injured by the county board without just compensation. 
These property rights were obtained before the county board attempted 
to est .. blish a highway across the ditch, and must be respected by the 
county board. It is true the statutes declare that section-lines are public 
roads. (Compiled Statutes, ch. 78, sec. 46,) but this statute does not permit 
the taking or injuring the private property for public purposes without 
compensation. In Lewis v. City of l-incoln, 55 Nebr. 1, the supreme court 
said: 

"A resolution adopted by a board of county commissioners purport­
ing to establish a section-line road within the county for which they are 
acting, is valid as a preliminary order; but before such road can be 
actually opened there must be a proceeding upon proper notice to ascer­
tain damages." 

The county board should therefore give a ditch company notice of the 
opening of the section-line road across the ditch, and the necessity of such 
notice is not obviated by the statute which requires the company to keep 
the bridge over the ditch in repair. (Compiled Statutes, ch. 78, sec. 110.)

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CERTIFICATES. 

Mr. Adna Dobson, State Engineer and Secretary of State Board of Irrigation, 
Lincoln. 

DEAR SIR:-I have your favor asking for the opinion of this office as 
to your authority to issue without fee to an appropriator of water for 
irrigation purposes a certificate showing the appropriation where the 
appropriator's right thereto was complete prior to July 1, 1905. 

In reply I beg to advise you that under the irrigation laws as they 
existed prior to July 1, 1905, there was no fee allowed for the services of 
the Secretary for issuing a certificate of appropriation. The legislature, 
however, at the recent session passed an act which went into effect July 
1, 1905, and provided that there shall be paid to the state treasYrer, in 
advance, for services of the Secretary of the State Board of Irrigation, 
by the person demanding or necessitating the service, a fee of $1.00 for 
issuing a certificate of appropriation. This statute is general in its a!)pli­
cation, and makes no exception in regard to certificates which might 
properly have been issued, but which were not issued before the law went 
into effect. The office of State Engineer and Secretary of the State Board 
of Irrigation is a creation of the legislature, and not of the constitution. 
The right of the lawmakers to exact fees for the service of such officer is 
unquestioned, and their power to make the law applicable to all future 
services is equally clear. There can be no vested right in the gratuitous 
services of an officer whose office was created by the legislature. The 
legislative department of government may change at will the salary of an 
office created by that body, and make the legislation applicable to present 
officers and existing conditions. The compensation of an officer does not 
rest in contract, and is not protected by the provisions of the State or 
federal constitution against laws impairing the obligations of contracts. 
(Throop of Public Officers, see sec. 443.) 

Those persons entitled to an appropriation of water, and to a certifi­
cate showing that fact prior to the enactment of the new law, could have 
obtained their certificate gratuitously under the old law; hut, having 
failed to require the issuance of such certificates when they could lawfully 
have been procured free of charge under the old law, they must abide by 
the provisions of the new act, which, according to terms, applies alike to 
all. According to the terms of this new act a fee of one dollar must be 
paid in advance into the State treasury before the Secretary of the State 
Board of Irrigation is authorized to issue a certificate of appropriation 
of water, and I am of the opinion that this act applies to the adjudications 
made before July 1, 1905, as well as those subsequently made.

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RECOMMENDATIONS. 

The Nebraska Irrigation Law has proven very satisfactory in a gen­
eral way, and only a few minor amendments seem necessary. The law 
has been upheld by the Supreme Court and the opinion in the case of the 
Farmers Canal Company v. William Frank, contains the following: 

"Publicity of right and stability of title are matters which the legisla­
ture fully intended to establish as far as lay within its power, and the 
provisions of the law under consideration seem admirably fitted to 
accomplish this purpose.'' 

MAPS. 

An amendment should be made requiring all maps and plans to be 
filed in duplicate and all such maps and plans should bear the certificate 
of some competent engineer or surveyor. 

The original application and maps should be made as definite as 
possible, as the right of every appropriator depends upon this record. 
In an arid region, land without water is practically valueless, and the 
water right is what gives it value; still, the owner of the land will take 
the utme>st precaution in having a correct description of his land, and will 
pay very little attention to the correctness of the application for water 
upon which his water right is based. 

If funds were available for the work, a most satisfactory method 
would be for this oJlice to make complete hydrographic surveys of each 
watershed, so that when an application is filel in the ollice, we would 
have a complete· record of all the facts connected with it and then could 
act upon it intelllgently. 

EXTENSIONS OF TIME. 

The law gives the State Board, through its secretary, authority to 
limit the time for the completion of canals and for the application of 
water to the beneficial purpose, but does not specifically give the Board 
autnority to extend this time in cases where it is found ttat an insufficient 
time has been granted, and where such an extension would not interfere 
with the rights of others. I think that this section should be amended so 
as to give the Board this authority. 

DISTHICT IRRIGATION LAW. 

A number of minor amendments should be made in the district law. 
When it is proposed to organize a district, a copy of the petition should 
be filed in the office of the State Board of Irrigation so that the Board 
may have a record of the boundaries of the proposed district, and after 
the organization of the district the secretary of the district should be re­
quired to make a report at least annually to the State Board, As the law 
now stands, the Board has no record of irrigation districts in the state. 

I believe that the bonds of an irrigation district should be registered 
in the office of the auditor, the same as other bonds. 
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A provision limiting the amount of warrants issued against the levy 
for one year to 85 or 90 per cent of the le,·y, requiring the Board of 
Directors to increase the levy accordingly and to transfer any unused 
balances to the succeeding year, would enable the district to take up 
these warrants more promptly and I believe, would be a saving to the 
district. 

In quite a number of districts where canals have been built by private 
parties or by corporations, the territory has been organized under the 
district law and canals purcha•ed and operated by the district. This 
district method has been very satisfactory in most instances, and tends 
to put the available land in the district under irrigation more rapidly 
than any other method. 

RESERVOIRS. 

The law should b~ amended so as to describe more definitely the rights 
acquired for the use of stored waters, or reservoir rights. The law 
at present states that "Any person or corporation desiring to construct 
and maintain a reservoir for the purpose of storing water for irrigation 
ourposes, shall make application, as provided in paragraph 6782, and 
upon approval of such application, shall have the right to take water 
from the natural streams of this state, when not needed for power or 
immediate use for irrigation or domestic purposes," and the general irri­
gation law provides that the amount of water appropriated for irrigation 
s'lall not exceed one cubic foot per second for each 70 acres of land 
irrigated. 

The law does not definitely determine the length of the irrigation 
season. As the water to be stored must be taken in quantities greatly in 
excess of one cubic foot per second for each 70 acres, the appropriator 
should be limited to an absolute volume of water for each acre to be irri­
gated. If the irrigation season is considered as covering six months, a 
continuous flow at the rate of one cubic foot per second for each 70 acres 
would cover the land to a depth of 5.14 feet, and if the irrigation season 
is considered as extending over the entire year the depth of water would 
be over 10 feet. It would he much more satisfactory if the amount of 
water to be appropriated and stored in a reservoir were measured by the 
acre foot. 

MEASUREMENT OF WATER. 

In many other cases the measurement of volume would be much more 
satisfactory. In the case of a small canal, irrigating say 70 acres, the 
amount of water to be admitted at the headgate would be limited to one 
cubic foot per second. This volume of water would be too small to 
accomplish the best results in irrigating this land. If the appropriator 
was allowed to divert four times this amount for one-fourth the time, 
much more good would be accomplished with the same amount of water. 
On some of the smaller streams, the irrigators themselves have entered 
into an agreement to distribute the water in this way, and the area irri­
gated from the stream has been very much increased. 
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UNAPPROPRIATED WATER. 

One question which has been very hard for us to SO'lve is, "When is 
a stream fully appropriated?" The Nebraska Irrigation Law provides, 
that "If there is no unappropriated water in the source of supply, or if a 
prior appropriation has been made to water the same land to be watered 
by the applicant, the State Board, through its Secretary, shaH refuse such 
appropriation, and the party making such application shall not proceed 
with such work so long as such refusal shall continue in force.'' 

The question of when a stream is fully appropriated is a very difficult 
one. On some of the smaller streams the total amount of the appropria­
tions from the stream is very much in excess of the normal flow of the 
stream, but, still, there is sufficient water for all appropriators. In mauy 
cases the water may all be diverted during the height of the irrigating 
season, and still a large amount of water is flowing down the stream at 
other times which might be beneficially used. 

It has been the practice of this office to continue to issue permits for 
the appropriation of water as long as any water is allowed to run to waste 
at any season of the year. After the normal flow has been appropriated 
to such an extent that there will probably be a shortage of water during 
the irrigating season, the permits are granted with the following notice: 

"The records of this office show the waters of-- to be largely appro­
priated. The appropriator under this permit is hereby notified of this 
fact, and that the issua.nce of this permit grants only tte right to divert 
and use the surplus or waste water of the stream, and confers no rights 
which will interfere with or impair the use of water by prior appropria­
tors." 

I do not believe that this question could be more fully covered by 
legislative enactment, and I believe that the present method of procedure 
is the best that can be followed. 

Anyone receiving a permit with the above notice is fully advised of 
the fact that there will be times when water cannot be secured under his 
permit, and it will be necessary for him to take the water when it will not 
interfere with the rights of prior appropriators. 

NON-USER. 

The question of when a right to an appropriation of water is forfeited 
by non-user is not covered by our statutes. The Supreme Court in the 
case of the Farmers' Canal Co. vs. William Frank, says: 

"As to non-user we are of the opinion that unless the non-user has 
existed for a length of time requisite to obtain a title by prescription 
under the laws of the State, it will not be sufficient to divest the right of 
an appropriator of public waters. Mr. Long says, in Section 83, 'If the 
appropriator has in fact abandoned his right, the length of time for which 
he has ceased to use the water is wholly immaterial, for the moment the 
abandonment itself is complete, the rights of the appropriator are extin­
guished. But in the case of a mere non-user, the rights of the appropria­
tor are not affected until he has failed to make any beneficial use of the 
water for the prescriptive period, when they become extinguished.' 

"In California the time fixed by law for the limrtation of action to 
recover real property is five years, and by analogy the courts hold the 
same period is requisite to divest the title to water by non-user, and this 
idea seems to prevail in other arid states. Non-user must be continued 
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for a time equal to the statutory limitations upon actions to recover the 
possession of real property in order to lose the right of appropriation. 
The evidence in this case fails to show a non-user of the appropriation 
for a term of ten years before this action was commenced. Hence, the 
l<'armers' Canal Company had not lost its appropriation. 

"We hold, therefore, that Roberts Walker and the Farmers' Canal 
Company were, at the time of the beginning of this proceeding the owners 
of and entitled to an appropriation of water to the extent and for the pur­
pose as allowed to them by the State Board of Irrigation of 1897." 

It will be seen from this that it requires ten years non-user in this 
state to create a forfeiture, and our court holds that the granting of an 
appropriation is exclusive, and that any subsequent application for a 
permit to irrigate the same land must be dismissed. 

This seems to be too long a period, and I think that statutory pro­
vision to limit the time to three or five years would be much more satis­
factory. 

GOVEUNMENT RECLAMATION WORK. 

During the past two years a very large amount of work has been 
done by the U. S,. Reclamation Service, which will be of the utmost bene· 
fit to Nebraska. Work has been commenced on the Pathfinder dam. 
which is located on the North Platte River just below the mouth of the 
Sweetwater River. This dam, when completed, will be 210 feet in height 
and will form an immense reservoir, backing the water up the valleys of 
the North Platte and Sweetwater Rivers and covering about 22,000 acres 
to an average depth of 60 feet. 

The annual discharge of the North Platte Rh·er at this point is very 
little more than the capacity 'of this reservoir, so it will be seen that almost 
the entire flow of the river will be controlled and allowed to pass down as 
needed for irrigation of the lands below. 

A tunnel nearly 500 feet long has been constructed around the site of 
the dam so that the flow of the river is diverted from its natural channel 
while the dam is being constructed. This tunnel will be used to conduct 
the water from the reservoir to the natural channel of the river below the 
dam down which it will be carried for a considerable distance before any 
water will be diverted. 

Several canals, which will receive their snpply from this reservoir·, 
have been surveyed. Three of them, the Interstate, the Laramie and the 
Goshen Hole Canals, will extend into Nebraska, and will cover a very 
large body of land. This land is of the first quality, being a very fertile 
sandy loam and particularly adapted to irrigation. 

The Interstate Canal, which enters the state near the southwest corner 
of Sioux County and extends southeasterly through Scottsbluff and 
Cheyenne Counties, will reclaim over 100,000 acres of the fine land which 
is not covered by other canals. 

The canals now constructed and in the process of construction by 
private capital, cover a still greater amount of land. As this land is 
capable of producing the largest yields of sugar beets, potatoes, alfalfa, 
small grain and fruit, it will undQubtedly be sub-divided into small 
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farms, which will be farmed intensively, and in this way the valley is 
destined to support a very large and prosperous population. All this is 
to be brought about by the use of the water which has been allowed to run 
to waste. 

There is a large amount of school land lying within the territory to 
be supplied from the government canal, and some provision should be 
made for securing water for this land. The Reclamation Act provides 
that no water shall be furnished to any land in privotte ownership, unless 
it be to an actual bon' fide resident on such lr.nd or occupant thereof 
residing in the neighborhood of the land. 

The State law prohibits the sale of the school lands, except under 
certain conditions. This seems to make it doubtful whether the water can 
be secured for these Stat~ lands unless they are sold, or some provision 
made by which the repayment of the cost of reclamation can be 
guaranteed.
