i) Oliver Reservoir Streamflow Enhancement Project — Request for additional funds

Discussion of Memo from SPNRD to NeDNR (Attachment F). SPNRD has identified
two landowners willing to permanently decertify irrigated acres, which would be
beneficial to this project by increasing streamflow to Lodgepole Creek. Proposal is to
cover the total cost ($448,750) for two retirements, which is $91,495.39 short of the
project’s current contract budget ($357,254.61). To make-up for the additional cost,
it is proposed that $54,896.83 is moved from TBNRD’s Budget Years 4-6 budgeted
funds, to SPNRD’s Budget Years 4-6 budgeted funds. Following this transfer, the
total final financial obligations for the Oliver Reservoir project will be: SPNRD =S
221,398.56 (40%) and NeDNR = $332,096.83 (60%) for a total budget of
$553,495.39. This is higher than the cost of the two retirements ($448,750) because
of previous work under the contract.
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Motion: To transfer $54,896.83 from Budget Years 4-6 from TBNRD to SPNRD to
cover the Oliver Streamflow Project retirements.

remainder of the year. Currently, there is no plan to pump water to the Platte
until 2020. Data collected from monitoring wells shows that the aquifer has
recovered significantly.

Western ID Recharge Pit Construction & Rehab: No updates.

Tri-Basin NRD Phase Il Augmentation: Augmentation wells ran in July. For
maintenance purposes, the goal is to run 50 acre-feet of water through each well
each year. That goal has already been achieved.

Rainwater Basin Joint Venture: The delivery improvements for Funk Lagoon
were made fall 2017, waiting on outflow structure to be provided. Cottonwood
and Linder Wildlife Areas are scheduled to have new pipe put in fall 2018.
Researching places to place observation wells this coming fall or winter in order
to determine the direction and volume of recharge of water.

Oliver Reservoir Streamflow Enhancement: Has transitioned into an acreage
retirement project. Two applications are in to retire acres, but there is not
enough money to fund both. Waiting on the results of a technical review to
determine potential benefits of each retirement.

Deuel County Re-Use Pits Recharge Project: Contract from NeDNR obtained and
signed by South Platte NRD and the Western Irrigation District. Project work will
begin in fall 2018.

Central Platte NRD Recharge Pits/Detention Ponds: Ground was purchased in
the South Side Irrigation District. Project currently halted due to budgeting.

EPIC Program: Paid about $206,000 buying back 2,300 acre-inches of water and
plan to expand the program next year. NPNRD has been focusing attention on
areas with high unit response functions (URF) in order to obtain the most benefit
to the program.

J-2 Regulating Reservoir: No updates.

Excess Flow Diversion Updates: No updates.

Request for Additional Funding

The Oliver Reservoir Streamflow Enhancement Project has evolved into a project to decertify irrigated
acres near Oliver. SPNRD staff sent out letters to all irrigated acre landowners in the area to see if there
was any interest in decertifying acres. Two applications to permanently decertify irrigated acres were
submitted to the SPNRD. However, the existing budget remaining on Contract #887 will not allow us to
fully fund both decertifications.

The remaining budget on this contract is a total of $357,254.61 which would be split 60/40 between
NeDNR and the SPNRD. The total cost to fund both decertifications is $448,750, leaving a shortage of
$91,495.39. Please see the following table showing the breakdown of these numbers.

The SPNRD would like to fully fund both decertifications to help increase streamflow in Lodgepole
Creek and to continue working toward achieving a fully appropriated condition. Therefore, we are
requesting approximately $55,000 additionally from NeDNR to help fund the project.
